What is Leveraging
the Exemption?

“Over the next decade, 1.2 million individuals with net worths of
$5 million or more are projected to pass down approximately $38
trillion globally, much of it in real estate.”

— The Wall Street Journal, Gen X and Millennials Will Inherit
Trillions of Dollars in Real Estate, January 16, 2026.

This historic transfer of wealth is already underway—and
for families in Gulf Harbour, it raises an essential question: How
much of what you have built will reach the next generation intact?

Federal estate tax planning is central to that question. Today,
each individual has a roughly $15 million federal estate and gift
tax exemption. Married couples can shield about $30 million.
While that may sound like more than enough, the exemption is
reduced by lifetime gifts that exceed the annual exclusion—and
how those gifts are structured makes all the difference.

A common mistake I see among high-net-worth families is
making dollar-for-dollar transfers. A parent gifts $7 million outright
to children or contributes $7 million to an irrevocable trust and
uses $7 million of exemption to do so. The assets are removed from
the taxable estate, but the exemption is consumed inefficiently.

More sophisticated families focus on leveraging their
exemption. The objective is not merely to give assets away but
to transfer significantly more value than the exemption allows.
With proper planning, it is often possible to move $5 million,
or substantially more, out of the taxable estate while using only
$1-$2 million of the exemption. Future appreciation, income, and
compounding growth then occur outside the estate, permanently
beyond the reach of estate tax.

This is not achieved through a single tactic or a generic
solution. Effective planning begins with clarity about
family goals—control, access, protection from creditors, and
multigenerational stewardship. From there, we evaluate the
nature of the assets—real estate, closely held businesses, or
investment portfolios—and align them with strategies designed to
create leverage.

As trillions of dollars change hands over the coming decade,
the distinction between simple gifting and strategic planning will
determine which families preserve wealth—and which quietly
lose a significant portion to taxes.

The gift and estate tax exemption is not something to “use
up.” It is something to engineer. When approached thoughtfully,
it becomes the foundation of perpetual wealth—wealth designed
not just to transfer but to endure.
